New from Furutech looks gorgeous: dark-gray carbon fiber combined with polished to a mirror finish 
stainless steel. Cruise like a flask form, slightly curved body fits comfortably in your pocket or 
bag. Volume control and 3.5mm jack analog inputs and outputs are located on one side, here is 
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two-color LED on and the battery status. Connector and power switch, as well as a mini-USB jack 
located on the other. Cruise is powered by a non-replaceable lithium-ion battery capacity of 940 
mAh. Recharge the battery can be supplied by the adapter or via USB. Connecting to a PC requires 
no additional drivers and provides playback with the parameters of 24 bit / 192 kHz. 
 
     Despite the modest power claimed, Cruise is easy to work with low-resistance "earphones" and 
full-size professional headphones. Sound is a dynamic, open, with plenty of detail in the middle, and 
high-frequency fields; stereo image volume and air. The lower registers of the deep but discreet and 
well managed. Cruise is good, both at home and for traveling - complete with a player or a laptop, the 
battery lasts for 80 hours. Dimensions and weight of the unit, however, some too large by the 
standards of today's portable devices, but if you're willing to dismiss it for great sound - Cruise will not 
disappoint you. 
 
Pros: Excellent sound, sturdy construction 
Cons: For daily wear a little bit big 
VERDICT: Perfect for laptop, suitable for the player if the sound you are is more important than size 
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
